1. Fairfield Environmental Commission Report
Commission members described some of their activities including: Arbor Day
event held as part of the Fairfield Home Expo; Earth Day tree planting event; the
planting event held in collaboration with the Isaac Walton League; Tree City
Luncheon, Adopt a Roadway, tree planting events, and other activities. They also
distributed packets of milkweed seeds that are part of an effort to reverse the
dwindling population of butterflies.
