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Storm Water Pollution from Erosion

Storm water

life for eve-
ryone. If left
unmanaged, they threaten
water quality, health and

safety of the public, and the
economy. Pollutants carried
by eroded soils (sediment)
and water can contaminate
surface water resources,
destroy fish habitat, make
recreational surface waters
undesirable, and in large
amounts, can destroy homes
and endanger lives.

Erosion and sedimentation
can be reduced by establish-
ing vegetation using desir-
able plant species. This
practice uses native plants
that will hold the soils, re-

duce storm water runoff and
act as a filtering system on
long-term basis.

*Temporary seeding should
be considered as slope pro-
tection and an erosion con-
trol practice for construction
sites.

*Permanent seeding should
be considered for any dis-
turbed area where all con-
struction or maintenance
activities have ceased

*Planting is the preferred
method to establish new
growth:

[0 Any finished slope that
will remain undisturbed for at
least ten years, especially if
the area is bordered by for-
ests, wetlands or other natu-
rally occurring woody vege-
tation

[J Extremely rocky slopes

or sites

[0 All types of landscaping,
including urban thorough-
fares and interchanges, and
residential streets where
landscape aesthetics are a
concern

[0 Permanent seeding
should be conducted in con-
junction with various forms of
mulching, matting and an-
nual grass (cereal grain) as a
nurse crop.

[J Make sure that planting
sites are adequately graded
and that tree locations and
planting areas are marked
and approved before plant-
ing begins.

Fat Free **Drug Free Sewers

Fat Free Sewers Means NO
FOG. FOG is what EPA
calls Fats, Oils and Grease.
The easiest way to solve the
grease problem and help
prevent overflows of raw
sewage is to keep this
material out of the sewer
system in the first place.

Freeze the Grease—Save
the Drain—Rather than pour-
ing that grease or oil down
the drain, put it in a dispos-
able container such as, an
old milk carton,. Put the
container in the freezer until
it sets and then throw it away

with the trash.

Drug Free Sewers—means
no medications should be
flushed down the toilet. The
Hamilton area has 2 drop off
locations located in the lob-
bies of the Police Dept 331 S
Front or Butler County Sher-
riffs Dept. at 705 Hanover
St. If a take back program is
not available:

Take the drug out of
their original containers.
Mix Drugs with an unde-
sirable substance such
as cat litter or coffee
grounds.

3) Put mixture into dispos-
able container with a lid
or into a sealed bag.

Remove any personal
information, including Rx
number, on the empty
containers or conceal by
using permanent black
marker or duct tape.

It's important for you to do your
part to make a safe fuel even
safer.

DO:

* Use your nose. If you ever de-
tect even a small amount of the
odor of natural gas in the air,
don’t stay—leave the building.
Then, contact City of Hamilton
Gas Department at 785-7550 or
call 911.

* Look for the blue flame. If pilot
lights and burners have a
steady, blue flame, they are op-
erating correctly.

» Keep the areas around all ap-
pliances and equipment clean
and unblocked to allow for
proper air flow.

DON'T:

* Ever let small children play with
or near natural gas appliances or
pipes, even the knobs on the
oven or cook top.

* Use your stove or oven for any-
thing other than cooking (for in-
stance, to heat your home, under
any circumstances.)

* Move or install a gas appliance
or change the connector in any
way without professional assis-
tance.

* Ever store household chemi-
cals or combustible materials
near gas appliances.

* Above all, don’t forget to learn
what to do if you ever smell natu-
ral gas in the air: SMELL GAS?
