2024 Street Paving Annual Report
Citywide Streets Levy Feedback

When Hamilton residents passed a streets levy in 2020, City Council directed that those funds are to be distributed
proportionally between Hamilton’s 17 neighborhoods based on the percentage of roads contained within each of
them. City Council also asked that public input be a key factor in which streets are paved using streets levy funding.

Below is a list of the top streets from each neighborhood so far, per resident feedback. Bolded street names are
among the top streets citywide. Crossed out streets indicate that a priority section of that street, per resident
feedback, has been paved or is scheduled to be paved in coming years. This does not mean the entire road was
paved, or that other parts of it will not be paved in the future. It also does not mean that streets levy funding was

used to pave that street.

How Are Streets Selected?

During the decade that the levy has been approved for,
2021-2030, levy funds will pay for the majority of residential
street paving projects in the City of Hamilton. The following
are the main factors considered when selecting streets to
be paved: Public Input, Overall Condition, Proximity, Planned
Projects, Condition of Underground Utilities, Traffic Volume,
and External Funding. More details available at the website
below.

Paving will not take place in every neighbohrood every single
year. In a typical year, paving activities are concentrated in
an area to minimize equipment mobilization expenses.

The levy funds will be split among Hamilton’s
17 neighborhoods based upon the percentage
of streets that are within each neighborhood.
So if ‘Neighborhood A" has 5% of the total
length of streets in the City, that neighborhood
will receive approximately 5% of the funding
from the levy over the decade that it has been
approved for.

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Upcoming Resurfacing
Project Summaries

The Fairway Hills Subdivision Water Main Replacement and Concrete Repair and
Resurfacing Project has completed installation of new water mains and will begin
concrete repair and paving West Fairway Dr., Fairway Ct., Glenway Dr., Kensington Dr.
and Flagler Ct. in Spring. Total cost of the project is $3.7 million with the Street Levy
contributing $1.685 million for new curb and pavement.

The 2023/2024 Concrete Repair and Resurfacing Project received $1.2 million grant
funding from the Ohio Public Works Commission (OPWC) and all work will be completed
in 2024. Total estimated cost of the project is $5.15 million with the Street Levy
contributing $1.8 million for new curb and pavement.

The Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) will be paving SR128 from Hamilton
County into Butler County including Pyramid Hill Blvd. to the intersection with New
London Rd. and Columbia Bridge. The City is contributing $92,912 which is expected to
be constructed in 2024. Street Levy funds will NOT be used because it is a State Route.

Tylersville Rd. began reconstruction in March 2024. Total project cost is $4.06 million
with the Street Levy contributing $846,000.

Eaton Ave. from Park Ave. northerly to the Two Mile Creek Bridge will be paved in
Summer 2024. Estimated cost is $930,000. Street Levy Funds will NOT be used
because it is a major corridor.

The 2024/2025 Concrete Repair and Resurfacing Project will be bid in late Summer or
early Fall. There is a $1.2 million OPWC grant, $2.5 million in Streets Levy Funds,
$215,000 in Storm Funds, and a $500,000 CDBG grant allocated to this project.

In addition to the significant capital work that is being performed by outside contractors,
Hamilton City Council has approved the purchase of a milling machine and a paving
machine in 2024, which will be operated by our Public Works employees. This equipment
will be used to pave streets which have significant deterioration, however, will not receive
capital improvements. Additionally, this equipment will be used to spot repair areas of
streets which have localized deterioration, but are otherwise in acceptable condition.
Streets planned to be paved under this program are not listed on this update.
